Notes on the Index 

 

1. Names are for the 9th Bn Royal Scots including 2/9th and 3/9th, attached etc. 

2. The left hand column of the list contains an alphabetical list of surnames and 

information. The right hand column provides a reference, listed below under 

ñSources,ò or ñ-ò where a direct weblink or source is provided in the main text box 

3. Names therefore often appear more than once, from different sources. These may not 

always be grouped together, for example where the surname is followed by either 

initials or a full forename the same man may appear on different pages. Different 

spellings are also evident, some surnames are quoted single- or double-barrelled, such 

as Haddon or Ross Haddon, and with and without a hyphen, like Henderson 

Hamilton. Other variations can be found with names such as McEwen and MacEwen, 

or de Berry. To find a piece of text, press Ctrl and F to open a search box 

4. Some of the original hand written text or print is not clear so errors may have been 

introduced by eye or by scanning to text, in all instances the reader is directed to the 

original and to the image rather than the scanned text version

INTIMATION was received by Mrs James Little, Lochcarron, Ross-shire, to the 

effect that her husband, Private JAMES LITTLE, Royal Scots, was killed while in 

action with his unit in France. He attested under the Derby Scheme, and was called 

up in March 1916, proceeding to France in November of the same year. He was 

gassed, had dysentery twice, and also suffered from trench fever very badly. He 

was home on two occasions convalescing, and went out to France for 

the last time in June 1918. For some time Private Little (who was born at Upper 

Kidston, Peebles), was employed as a water bailiff by the Tweed Commissioners 

at Peebles, and before enlisting was engaged as a gamekeeper in Perthshire. He 

was married only a year before he met his death, and was survived by his widow. 

Mrs Little received the following letter giving information as to the circumstances 

under which Private Little met his death:ð -

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"Your husband, Private James Little, was killed on the 1st August, at a place near 

Buzancy, in the Soissons district. It will relieve you to know that he did not suffer. 

He was shot through the heart, and death was instantaneous. The task set the 

Company was well nigh an impossible one, and the men were exposed to very 

heavy machine gun fire. They were all buried on the field in a place now known, I 

believe, as the Quarry Cemetery, about four kilometres south of Buzancy. The 

French have erected a monument near the place to the memory of the Scottish 

soldiers who fell there. It was a black day for the Battalion, but the success of the 

operations was due in great part to the sacrifices made by the men. Those of us 

who are still left with the Company sympathise with you in your bereavement. 

Private Little was a good soldier, and was well liked by his comrades. Most of his 

friendsðindeed nearly all his platoon were killed, and he himself had got further 

forward than them all, only to make the supreme sacrifice in the end."
